ILLEGAL DUMPING ON THE LEECH LAKE RESERVATION
Dumping is Illegal!
Abandoned piles of household garbage, bags of yard waste, discarded appliances, old barrels, used tires and demolition debris can threaten the health of humans, wildlife and the environment. These open dump sites can be found throughout the Leech Lake Reservation and Leech Lake Division of Resource Management has located over 70 illegal dump sites throughout the Reservation. In the fall of 2007 in cooperation with the Cass Lake Forestry Department and the Leech Lake Solid Waste Program; over 20 of these illegal dump sites were cleaned.
Illegal Dumps can pose the following health, safety and environmental threats:

· Fire and explosion 

· Injury to children playing in or around the dump site 

· Disease carried by mosquitoes, flies and rodents 

· Contamination of streams, rivers and lakes 

· Contamination of soil and groundwater 

· Contamination of drinking water wells 

· Damage to plant and wildlife habitats 
We will continue to work on this problem and in collaboration with the Cass Lake Forestry and Solid Waste Program start again this spring to locate and clean more of these illegal dumps.
